Water Monitoring Program

In 2009, the Kiski-Conemaugh Stream Team and
its 36 volunteer
water samples from Abandoned Mine Discharges
(AMD), AMD treatment systems, and rivers impacted
by AMD. These samples came from 157 sites
throughout the Kiski-Conemaugh River Basin where
samples were collected yearly, semi-annually,
guarterly, or monthly, based on need. Many of these
sites were located at the 26 AMD treatment systems
that the Stream Team regularly monitored.

All sites were re-evaluated in February to ensure
the best use of resources.

Data collected are crucial for evaluating the
operation and effectiveness of AMD treatment
systems, which are growing concerns among
conservation organizations installing and maintaining
systems. It is difficult to obtain monies to dissect
systems once they have failed; therefore, routine
monitoring helps identify pending system failure
before it happens.

The Stream Team educates, trains, and
coordinates volunteers as they collect water samples
according to Pennsylvania Department of
Environmental Protection (PA DEP) protocols, which
is why the Commonwealth accepts Stream Team data
for use by their staff. The Stream Team provides this
service at no cost to the many watershed groups that
use these data, because a lot of them do not have the
time, personnel, finances, or training to conduct this
monitoring themselves. The PA DEP Bureau of
Laboratories analyzes water samples collected and
results are shared with those who request it from the
Stream Team.

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Environmental Education

The Kisk-Conemaugh Stream T
restoration work fits well with its environmental
education program, which transcends the traditional
classroom to touch the greater community.

The Stream Team recognizes that children are
spending less and less time outdoors exploring
Nature, investigating their curiosity, and discovering
the many wonders of the natural world. Even the
Pennsylvania Department of Education is requiring
schools to enhance their environmental curricula with
mandated standards for student environmental
proficiency.

In an effort to draw kids outside and connect to
Nature, the Stream Team, in partnership with the
Mountain Laurel chapter of Trout Unlimited, has
initiated six Trout in the Classroom projects in
Cambria and Somerset County schools.

Trout in the Classroom is a statewide program
that, together with local financial support, provides
the basic equipment necessary to operate a large
classroom aquarium and raise brook trout fingerlings
from eggs. Brook trout
and only trout native to its streams.

Throughout the school year, students are
responsible for the daily care and maintenance of the
aquarium system. They do the water chemistry
tests, water changes, feedings, cleanings,
inspections, and observations. Perhaps most
importantly, the students take pride and ownership of
the project and learn the importance of coldwater
conservation. They become more observant of the
natural world around them and sensitive to
conservation issues, which creates an informed
citizenry. Surviving trout are released before the end
of the school year into a state-approved body of
water.
