
    Livermore and Fillmore can no  longer
be vis ited.  T he s ites  cannot  be  called
" ghost  tow ns"  because both  villages
w ere removed,  entirely,   just   before the
gates  w ere closed on the C onemaugh
Dam,  in 1 9 5 2 ,  at  w hich  time the tw o
tow n s ites  disappeared  under the w ater
impounded in the  f lood-control reservoir.
T he w hite line draw n on the bridge
show s  the maximum  poss ible  height of
w ater in the river-lake.
       T his   bridge  had  to  be  dismantled
because floating debris ,   accumulating on
the upstream side of the  s tructure,  could
convert the bridge into a dam that 
might fail,  suddenly,  and so release a tide
that might w ash aw ay the C onemaugh
Dam.  T he highw ay bridge w as  built on 
         

the s ite  of  Elder' s  Fording;  in  1 7 7 1 ,
the Fillmore s ite w as  occupied by  Elder' s
Fort,  a haven from hostile Indians .
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
